Use of Behavior Emergency Intervention Report – Exhibit L

Please be advised on required use of the SELPA/Hughes Bill, Form #7a throughout the school year.

The SELPA Behavior Emergency Intervention Report form #7a is to be used when a student has an "unpredictable, spontaneous behavior which poses a clear and present danger of serious physical harm to the individual or others".

Emergency interventions are not a substitute for a systematic positive behavioral intervention plan (BIP) that is included in the child's IEP.  Of extreme importance is the use of physical restraint or seclusion of the student which is to be "performed in properly licensed facilities, by staff trained in emergency intervention and only with such force and duration as reasonable and necessary under the circumstance" (5 CFR Section 3052 i 4 A (c)).

Whenever an emergency intervention is used, the parents must be notified within one school day and a "behavioral emergency report" must immediately be prepared that includes the information listed on form #7a.

The attached form provides further clarification.

Upon completion of this form a copy must be sent to the SELPA, attention Greg Englar.  The SELPA is responsible for reporting this information to CDE upon request and to support interventions deemed necessary by districts.
