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Objective

• To provide SELPA districts with guidelines for NPS placed students.

• Provide useful review forms (attached) to begin the process.

• Provide transitional guidelines.

Key considerations and methods to determine if NPS placement appropriate

1. Is core curriculum being implemented for student?

    a. At student grade level

    b. Proof of student work is only real measurement

    c. Proof of student participation during instruction?

2. Grade level and/or RSP/SDC teacher perform NPS site visit to observe and collect student data

    a. Recommend at least 2x annually

b. Use of sub money to ensure appropriate high cost placement is well worth time/costs in comparison to district

    c. Use classroom observation forms or district classroom review forms during site visits

3. Transition Time line

    a. No IEP should be without time lines for reviewing transition back to LEA

    b. Goals should be written to align with district grade/student level performance

c. Student should be encouraged/rewarded to be part of transition back to home school in attaining IEP goals

d. LEA must have better placement/preparation/teacher support for student return for transition success

4. Placement review process to consider every 5 months

•If Academic/Social progress made at LEA required rate - Move toward transition date back to home school

•If student not making adequate progress - Look for another NPS placement
